On Thursday, November 20th, 2008, 
Joan Most was adding up the total 
blanket tally after their final sewing 
day. If she hadn’t used a calculator, 
she would’ve needed more than 108 
people to volunteer their fingers and 
toes for counting! 
 

The dedicated ladies of Las Palmas 
Grand donated a total of 2,178 blan-
kets to our kids this past year. I’ll type 
it again so you know it’s not a mis-
take… 2,178! 
 

If every quilt they turned in needed 
binding (at 6 yards per quilt), they 
ironed 12,642 yards or 37,926 feet or 
7.1 miles of bindings. 
 

Those are some impressive numbers, 
but there’s more. In addition to the 
2,107 quilts and 71 afghans made by 
this group, 837 hats and 164 pairs of 
booties were knitted and crocheted. 
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Over 2 Grand from Las Palmas Grand 
These ladies have the biggest 
hearts and busiest hands at 
work for our AZ kids. 
 

If you live near US60 and Ells-
worth, join them in their bright 
Ballroom on the 3rd Thursday 
of each month, except Decem-
ber, which will be the 2nd 
Thursday. Joan and the group 
will welcome you and show you 
how you can help.

The shop is bright and inviting 
and filled with beautiful fabrics, 
patterns and quilting tools. 

Reminder of Preemie Blanket Tips & Guidelines 

Jeff Carr, Frank Costa and Ray 
Steeves are the dudes who’ve 
put this charming shop together. 
 

Their shop has a relaxed atmos-
phere where you can go to chat 
with other quilter’s in the commu-
nity. They have snacks and 
drinks available so you’ll want to 
spend time there just hanging 
out. See the back page for their 
address under drop-off locations. 

First, we want to say a big 
thank you to all of the vol-
unteers who make blankets 
for our tiniest, most tender 
recipients. Of the record 
breaking 10,000 blankets 
donated in 2008, a gener-
ous 2,000 of them were 
preemie blankets. 
 

Because of the fragile bod-
ies these blankets cover, 
we have special guidelines 
for construction. 

Here are a few highlights 
from our complete tips and 
guidelines available on our 
website under “Patterns”: 
 

· Always wash your flan-
nel before cutting and 
sewing. It will shrink. 

 

· Do not quilt within the 
center 12 inches of the 
blanket. Stitch in the 
ditch along the border 
and 1/2” from the edge. 

· Always put the label on 
the FRONT of the blan-
ket. This is for pree-
mies only. All other 
size blankets should 
have labels sewn on 
the back upper or lower 
right corner. 

 

· Close the opening by 
carefully hand stitching 
so no thread loops can 
get caught on tiny fin-
gers and toes.

The Golden Vista Sewing Room had 
their annual “Sew-a-Smile” sew-a-
thon over a period of two days, Janu-
ary 16 and 17. 
 

The group’s coordinator is Thelma 
Stonebraker. Golden Vista is located 
on Baseline Road in Apache Junc-
tion. 
 

Each March, blocks are cut and kits 
are assembled. Volunteers take the 
kits home and sew the tops through-
out the year. 
 

Thelma then matches the finished 
tops with backs. During the two day 
sew-a-thon, approximately 25 
women work to finish the blankets. 
 

This year, on day one, they had 23 
workers and on day two, they had 19 
workers. 

The Sew-a-Smile group has been 
meeting for at least the last 15 years 
and has made blankets for AZ Blankets 
for Kids for at least five of those years. 
 

This year, the group completed 82 vari-
ous sized blankets and 25 preemies. 

Most of the residents are winter visitors 
and we are so fortunate they spend their 
escape from the cold making warm and 
comforting blankets for our kids. 
 

Thank you ladies for the miles of smiles 
you have sewn into our kids’ lives. 

Our good friends with the Gold Wing 
Touring Association, F Troop Chapter, 
have amazed us once again. 
 

The colorful quilt you see below was 
made especially for them by an anony-
mous and incredibly talented volunteer. 
Whether you’re a fan of motorcycles, 
Elvis Presley, or 
pigs, you’ll get a 
kick out of the focal 
fabric which fea-
tures all three.

For those volunteers who are looking at patterns 
and getting ready to start a project for one of our 
kids, we have a request. Please choose patterns 
and stitches that create a more dense weave. 
 

Our blankets are loved good and hard by our kids. 
In times of stress, those little fingers and toes are 
going to grab and stretch and pull that blanket 
around them with all their might. If we can reduce 
the stitches that have large, lacy openings, we 

think the blankets 
will  have a better 
chance of surviving 
the tough love from 
our recipients.

It takes a few gals to distribute 9,919 blankets and our 
distribution committee does it all. That committee consists of Sylvia 
Saffell, Mary Duennes, Barbara Eckles, Bunnie Williams and Sally 
Borg. 
 

This group of ladies is amazing and really keeps the wheels in mo-
tion. 
 

We are pleased to be able to add four new agencies to our delivery 
schedule: AZ Teen Challenge Kids, Children’s Advocacy Center, 
Airevac and Southwest Behavioral Health. We do screen all new 
agencies to ensure that they meet our criteria and help us fulfill or

fort blankets to seriously ill and traumatized chil-
dren in the Phoenix area.
